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I N T ERN A T ION ALL I LAC S 0 C lET Y ,
ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION AND ORGANIZATION

I N C .

I. NAME: liTHE INTERNATIONAL LILAC SOCIETY" was adopted as the most appropriate
name giving world-wide coverage of all interested in Lilacs. The organi-
zation is to be incorporated as a non-profit , tax-exempt, educational
and research organization \Oli th no paid officers.

II. REGIONS:
A. REGION l--NORTHEASTERN UNITEV STATES (including: Connecticut,Maine,

Massachusetts, New Hampshire and Vermont)
B. REGION Z- EASTER/V UNITEV STATES (including: Delaware, New Jersey,

New York, Pennslyvania and Maryland)
C. REGION 3- MID-WESTERN UNITED STATES (in~luding: Indiana, Illinois,

Michigan, Minnesota, Ohio and Wisconsin)
D. REGION 4- WESTERN UNITED STATES (including all the States West of

the Mississippi River and to the Pacific Ocean coast)
E. REGION 5- SOUTHERN UNITED STATES (including all the Southern States

East of the Mississippi River)
F. REGION 6- EASTERN CANADA (including: Newfoundland, New Brunswick,

Nova Scotia, Ontario and Quebec Provinces)
G. REGION 7- WESTERN CANADA (including: Alberta, British Columbia, Mani-

toba, Saskatchewan, the Northwest and Yukon Territories)
H. REGION 8- OTHERS (each different country to be considered as a single

region, e.g. England as one Region, France as another etc.)

considering cultural climates of various areas these Regions provide
the most workable/ geographical breakdown for the present. Each Region
is encouraged to develop their own officers, Newsletters, Meetings,
Flower Shows, Exhibits, Public Relations. Representation at the Annual
Meeting is under the Regional Vice-President who is a 'trustee' of
the International Lilac Society.

III. OFFICERS:
A. PRESIVENT- to serve for a two-year term. Mr. Orville M. Steward

was duly nominated and elected.
B. VICE-PRESIDENTS- to serve for a one-year term. Each Vice-President

represents a separate region, has the same and equal rights
and priviledges, and \vill serve in equal part of the
Executive Committee.Duly nominated and elected were:
Region 2- Eastern United States- Mr. William Utley
Region 4- Western United States- Mrs. Lourene Wishart
(the other regions remain to be elected)

C. SECRETARY- to serve for a two-year term. Walter Oakes was duly
nominated and elected.

D. TREASURER- to serve for a two-year term. Mr. Fred VanOrden was duly
nominated and elected.

E. EDITOR- to serve for a two-year term. The Editor will also be the
Chairman of the 'Publications Committee'. He is to select
his own staff, if possible have representation from each
Region. There is to be close liason between the Editor and
the Executive Committee. All other publications are to be
under the control of the Editor. (Fr.) John L. Fiala was
duly nominated and elected.

F. THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE- Will consist of the President, all of the
Vice-Presidents, the Secretary, the Treasurer and the Editor
each having all the same rights, priviledges and votes. All
election of Officers will be conducted at the Annual Meeting
The President will serve on and appoint all committee Chairrr
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G. THE BOARV OF TRUSTEES (VIRECTORS)- to be dra\vn up at the Annual
Meetings.

IV. COMMITTEES:
A. COLOR SURVEY COMMITTEE- to encourage, organize, research, correspond

and correlate current and future color surveys. Mr.
Franklin L. Nietz was appointed Chairman.

B. FLOWERING RECORVS COMMITTEE- to be developed to correlate and gather
information on flowering dates in various areas. Chairman
to be appointed.

C. PUBLICATION- to include an inexpensive "NEWSLETTER", A 'quality"
regularly issued publication along with miscellaneous
papers of educational and research yalue. The Editor is
to be a part of the IlExecutive Committee with all the same
priviledges, rights and vote and to be elected every two
years. The Editor is to stimulate in each Region the
circulation of the "Newsletter" through the Vice-President
of the Region. Fr. John L. Fiala duly nominated and elected.

D. PUBLIC RELATIONS COMMITTEE- Each Region under its own Vice-President is
to develope its own public relations with duplicate copies
of all releases, articles, announcements to be sent to the
Executive Secretary. Mr. Dennis A. Brown was appointed
Chairman particularly to concentrate on the various Botani-
cal Gardens, Arboretuma and Public Parks and the various
Botanical and Horticultural magazines.

E. REGISTRATIONS COMMITTEE- Swarthmore College, Swarthmore, Pennslyvania
is the current registration center for all new cultivars.
The necessary proceedures will be exp Lozed:and legal status
and machinery set up to have registrations recorded through
the International Lilac Society.

F. RESEARCH ANV BREEVING COMMITTEE- to be developed in each Region. All
actively interested will be formed into a Committee to be
developed as a 'Lilac Research Foundation' • Fr. John L.
Fiala appointed Chairman.

G. BUV, SCION ANV SEEV EXCHANGE - to further "themutual exchange and the
distribution of Lilac species and cultivars especially the
newer introductions, true to name, to all Institutions and
actively interested persons. Dr. Robert B. Clark appointed
Cha;irman.

H. SLIVE COLLECTI0NS- to develope as near a total collection of all
known Lilac species and cultivars as possible to be
used for a 'lending library' for all Regions, Horticul-
tural Institutions and interested parties. Chairman to
be appointed.

I. INCORPORATION ANV LEGAL COMMITTEE- to facilitate the earliest possible
incorporation and to process and expedite all the technical-
legal papers and proceedures of the Society. Mr. and Mrs.
A.T. Wilder were appointed Co-Chairmen of the Incorporation
Committee.
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V. DUES; GRANTS AND FOUNDATIONS:
A. INVIVIVUAL MEMBERSHIP- will be five dollars ($5.00) per. calendar

year.
B. SUSTAINING MEMBERSHIP- will be ten dollars ($10.00) per calendar

year. All those interested in furthering
the Society's progress are to be encouraged
to enroll in this class of membership.

C. LIFE MEMBERSHIP- will be one hundred dollars ($100.00) to be issued
on gold-gilted cards.

D. INSTITUTIONAL MEMBERSHIP- will be fifteen dollars ($15.00) per
calendar year, entitles one delegate to re-
presentation at the Annual Meeting.

E. COMMERCIAL MEMBERSHIP- will be fifteen dollars ($15.00) per calendar
year, entitled to 'listing' in Society list-
ings in publications.

F. LILAC RESEARCH FOUNDATION·- to be developed wi::h vohmtary, idividual
contributions and grants to be used solely for
furthering research on the Lilac.

G. All dues will be considered tax-exempt and tax-deductible under
"Internal Revenue Service number SOl-C3". All ·those paying dues
up to arid including the Annual Meeting in May, 1972, will be con-
sidered to be 'CHARTER MErr!BERS' arid will have their names inscri-
bed on the Official Charter of The International Lilac Society.

Vice-President.

ANNUAL MEETINGS-to be held at d.~ffe::-entBotanical Gardens, Arboretums
and Public Lilac Parks, or Laxqe Private Collec-
tions during thei~ flowering season. All regular
business, a~ual elections, installation of
officers and seLec t.i.onof Annual Meeting sites
,.,illbe conducted' at the Annue.L Meeting. The
entire membGrship is to be notified individually
and through the society's publications as to
time, place and arrangements prior to the Annual
Meeting.
